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How the course would impact on my own research? 
First, I am at the advanced stages of pilot study and data collection. Terminologies like constructs, 
parameters, research variables, theorized story lines and data analysis among others which had 
generated anxiety because of regularly being used, to my confusion and becoming complex to 
internalize, i immediately developed keen interest to attend and learn from other senior experts 
and PhD researchers on how they demystified such concepts.  It will further be interesting how 
these concepts could be organised into a logical flow of ideas in form of paper for possible 
publication. 
 
My overall goal will be a great academic achievement through delivering and publishing quality 
research competences, quality publications and sustainable scholarly writing; strengthen research 
skills in general and to handle research supervision and assessment of masters & future PhD 
students effectively.
